The Focus of Christmas

As the Advent and Christmas seasons approach this year, there appears to be a shadow cast over
everyone's mood by the economic crisis in our nation and the world during the last several months. The
shadow consists of uncertainty, debt loads and tight credit, unstable financial markets, over-expenditures and
over-extensions. Despite an economic stimulus package (remember that 6 months ago) and funds to bail out
over-extended and poor credit moves by financial and corporate groups, the shadow still exists, and it ap-
pears to be effecting how people spend money. High gas prices forced everyone to rethink what they would
spend money on, and those costs got passed on to consumers in the cost of products and services. Once
people adjusted to that increased cost, amazingly, gas prices started to fall, although the cost of goods and
services remained the same. In fact, the latest fear is that, although cost of gas has fallen, people will still not
be spending freely like they did the last several years at Christmas time, and that could result in further unem-
ployment and more bad economic news. | am no economist, but | think we all need to determine how we got
to this point in our nation, and what habits and practices need to change in order to recover and move forward
with stability. A free spending economy certainly has resulted in a roller coaster ride of emotion for everyone.
Perhaps that's why they came up with the words recession and depression when it comes to describing eco-
nomic mood and its impact on the whole of the population.

So what's a person to do? Well, we could watch how the culture is responding through the media and
see how many sales and purchases they will stimulate through the accumulation of more fluff and stuff this
Christmas season, and hope it makes a change for next year. We could listen to the call of Macy's and Be-
lieve..., as their latest commercial with celebrities’ appeals to everyone to write a wish to Santa. Will Santa
come to the rescue? Will a Miracle occur on 34" Street or Wall Street?

What is your mood approaching this Christmas Season? How are you going to celebrate, and what
gifts are you giving this Christmas? Well perhaps we need to return our focus towards the Hope that the birth
of Christ brings to the world. As | have told so many people throughout the course of my ministry, when a
shadow comes upon our lives, we need to look to the Light. No shadow can exist without the presence of
light, and so we need to look beyond the shadow, and move towards the light, and the darkness of the
shadow will lessen. | believe... that the current situation calls the Church of Jesus Christ to do more! Indeed
we will be called to do more when people have less, because the church does help in times of need. Yet, |
believe we are called to proclaim the Good News more this Advent and Christmas Season. What if we en-
couraged people to refocus their minds and hearts on the truth revealed in the message of Advent when we
"wait for the emergence of hope, peace, love, and joy?” What if we invite people to embrace the gift of Christ
this up-coming season and return to a life of simplicity? That's what we are offering at Wallace during this
Special Season of Advent and Christmas!

We cannot wait until Christmas Eve to share and celebrate the Good News that has come into the
world with the Incarnation of Jesus at His birth. This Special Season begins on Sunday, November 30" with
the First Sunday of Advent when we light the Candle of Hope. | encourage you to be in attendance through-
out the Advent and Christmas Season this year as an expression of your focus for this year's celebrations and
a witness to our families, friends, and neighbors. Return to the simple message God made known at Christ-
mas, "For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not
perish but have eternal life. For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save
the world through Him." (John 3: 16, 17) Consider giving the gift of spiritual presence more than a physical
present this year. What if people concentrated on giving gifts of presence this season rather than a quantity
of gifts under a tree? Consider playing a board game with family members, building a puzzle together, watch-
ing a Christmas movie or program as a whole family, or baking cookies and goodies with one another. Let's
use the entire Season of Advent (November 30™) through the 12 days of Christmas (January 5™) to fully cele-
brate this Special Season.

* The Mission Committee gave $100.00 to Sojourner House for the Children’s Christmas Project.

* The sale of hoagies by the Nursery School was successful in raising about $1,300.00. Approximately 500
hoagies were sold. The money will be used to pay for a Winter all-school program and new equipment for the
bike room.

* The Personnel Committee has made current revisions to the Personnel Policies and Organizational Guidelines
for Wallace Memorial Presbyterian Church, and it was approved by the Session.

* The new Advent Wreath was given in memory of Jessie Croft and others.

* The Personnel Committee approved the 2-week educational leave of Ellen Heriger for the period of February

22 - March 09, 2009 in order to take a pilgrimage to the Holy Lands. This is the final piece to the Spiritual For

-mation Certification that she has been working on for the past five years. Her Continuing Education Allow-

ance for this fiscal year was approved and will be applied mostly to the course-work portion of the trip.

Regarding the Lounge: a new larger refrigerator was purchased; Chuck Addis is painting the door to the Court

yard and the window sills and frames; and Bernadette Gardy is washing/repairing or replacing the sheers.

Cracked or damaged slate and several copper valleys on roofs over the Sanctuary, Chapel and Manse have

been repaired and/or replaced.

Sealing and leveling of the Sanctuary’s front steps continues - thanks to Ron and his team for their tireless ef

-forts to finish this project prior to the Winter's snow and sleet.

The Children’s Sunday School offerings will go to support Heifer International, an organization whose efforts

provide more than 29 different kinds of food and income producing animals to greater than 125 countries on 4

continents. The children unanimously decided to support this mission with the purchase of chickens, and for

every $20.00 from their offerings, a flock of 10-40 chickens can be purchased.
