Springtime is a wonderful time to see the renewal and restoration of life as it 
emerges from the darkness of the earth and brings forth new life to all of 
creation.  We have been especially looking forward to this promise of 
“resurrected life” to creation as a result of the harsh Winter and snow we 
have endured.  The promise of a “resurrected Life” has also been made to all 
who believe in Jesus Christ and receive His grace with grateful and respon-
sive hearts. 
 
Please join us for the EASTER CELEBRATIONS that will mark our embrace, 
not only of the “resurrected “ life of Jesus, but also as a way of proclaiming 
the new life” we have in Jesus Christ.  We profess and believe in the power 
of the resurrection, but we often hold our profession and celebration of this 
truth until we experience the death of a loved one.  We are to be living 
“resurrected lives” now, expressing our belief that we are “destined for 
heaven.”  We are to live, not under burden of sin and death, but with every 
freedom to glorify God here and always.  I encourage you to join us, not only 
on Easter morning, but every Sunday this Spring to celebrate the resurrec-
tion of our Lord.  Through the Springtime worship we will contemplate and 
learn more about how to live a “resurrected life” unto the glory of God in the 
here and now.

Mission Focus 
 
Our mission focus during the Lenten Season is the One Great Hour of Sharing Offering.  Since 
1949, Presbyterians have joined with millions of other Christians through One Great Hour of Shar-
ing to share God’s love with people experiencing need.  Our gifts support ministries of disaster re-
sponse, refugee assistance and resettlement, and community development that help people find 
safe refuge, start new lives, and work together to strengthen their families and communities.  Rec-
ognizing that the hope we have in Christ is lived out in our hope for one another, we respond with 
gifts that help our sisters and brothers around the world find the hope for a brighter future. 
 
Our mission focus for the month of May will be contributions on Mother’s Day for our ministry with 
Sojourner House.  Sojourner House is a faith-based residential rehabilitation facility where ad-
dicted women learn to break the inter-generational cycle of poverty and chemical abuse while in 
their own apartment with their children. 
 
Our mission focus for June will be an offering on Father’s Day for Church World Service Blan-
kets+, providing warmth and protection to victims of a disaster … seeds and tools to struggling 
farmers … and water and health to impoverished communities. 
 
The Mission Committee invested $1,000.00 in Oikocredit in 2009.  Oikocredit is one of the 
world’s largest sources of private funding to the microfinance sector.  It also provides credit to 
trade cooperatives, fair trade organizations, and small-to-medium enterprises {SMEs} in the de-
veloping world. 
 
Microfinance lends working capital to microfinance institutions {MFIs} all over the world.  In turn, 
they dispense life-changing loans to the poor and disadvantaged, with a special emphasis on ru-
ral areas and women. 
 
Social investing offers a dual return to our investors: financial and social.  In addition to earning 
modest financial returns, investors are secure in the knowledge that their money is being used to 
fight poverty, promote fair trade and respect our planet’s natural resources.
