The new structure uses the five actions of the mission statement to define the ele-
ments and the tasks of our shared ministry. Five new ministry teams and a coordi-
nating team will help to shape how we fulfill the mission statement of our congrega-
tion as we understand ourselves to be a "Christ-Centered Community called to-
gether to glorify God through:

worship to strengthen our faith (Worship Team),

fellowship to celebrate the good news (Fellowship Team),
education to discover God's Word (Education Team),

ministry to share God's love (Missional Team),

stewardship to use our resources."” (Resource Management Team).

The new framework of the Session is intended to create a more task oriented rather
than meeting oriented style of achievement for our mission together.

A Note From The Stewardship Committee

As Summer is drawing to a close, we are once again planning the 2011 Stew-
ardship Pledge Campaign. Over the past few months we have developed a
theme - that Stewardship is a Lifestyle. I'm sure that you have heard Pastor
Dennis preaching about this on several different occasions. Here are just a
few comments that explain this philosophy:

e Stewardship is a way of life or a lifestyle. This lifestyle encourages us to
live as Disciples of Christ. It is a commitment to be Christ-centered rather
than self-centered. It is a lifestyle of responsibility and accountability.

e Each of us is called to discern the gifts that we have been given and to
share them generously in a way that brings glory to God and expands His
kingdom. Because we are His body and hands on earth, stewardship calls
us to develop an intimate relationship with Christ allowing Him to live within
us and through us.

FROM OUR PASTOR "Fulfilling Our Mission™

As | sit on the shore of Lake Erie at Camp Lambec and write this article for the September issue
of the Tower Light, | am reflecting on the first five years of my call to Wallace and my further call
to lead the congregation into the future. We have come a long way in the past five years and yet
our common call in partnership for the sake of the Kingdom of Jesus Christ is still emerging. The
Mission Statement of the congregation is to "Cultivate a nurturing community which extends the
peace of Christ to all." Yet it is only a statement until we fulfill the intention of the words.

At a recent wedding | spoke about how the word love was defined for the bride and groom by
the love they experienced through the course of their life. This is true about every word we come to
define. The actions we experience define the words until the definition takes on fuller meaning or
changes by more actions and experiences. Every act of love helps to shape our definition of love.
Parents provide a foundational definition of love for children from the day they are born, which
makes it so important for parents to "raise them up unto the Lord," so they can know God's love.
This is so important because the communities of which we become a part have the most influence
on our definition of love, and so as we become social beings the culture has more influence on our
definition of love. Neighborhoods, schools, sports teams, organizations, groups of friends, as well
all other social networks (via computer, phone, work places) all influence how we define words,
and especially love. This is why it is imperative for the church and every congregation to under-
stand how our actions speak louder than words. The words are defined and fulfilled more through
what we do than through the words we use. Think about it! After all, "For God so loved the world
...” (John 3: 16-21)

One of the reasons | love Family Camp is because it is a one week experience of genuine
Christian community. | see love abounding without distraction, diversion, or distortion by the world.
It is experienced as children graduate from "training wheels" with applause from everyone around.
A carnival atmosphere is shared as each family unit provides a game for the enjoyment of the chil-
dren, without electronics being involved. | hear it as a challenge as life is listened to in the midst of
a front porch conversation that may go on until late into the night. The sound of hearty laughter
echoes through the vale as people share a memory and are able to laugh at the absurdities that
come with life. It is seen in awe of a sunset on the horizon of the lake as God provides a postlude
to the day before a night of rest. It is the type of genuine Christian community | desire for Wallace.

The Mission Statement of the Wallace Memorial Presbyterian Church provides a framework
for the ministry and mission of the congregation. "As a Christ-Centered Community we are called
together to glorify God through: Worship to Strengthen Our Faith, Fellowship to Celebrate the Good
News, Education to Discover His Word, Ministry to Share God's Love, Stewardship to Use Our
Gifts." Itis in our fulfillment of these words that we give definition to the words.

We are all called into mission through our baptism and we should be constantly discerning
how to fulfill the call of God for the sake of the Kingdom of Jesus Christ. The Session in partnership
with the staff, deacons, and membership is always seeking to provide the leadership to move the
congregation into the next phase of our mission for our Lord, Jesus Christ. This Fall we have
planned several programs, events, and opportunities for each member to become engaged in fulfill-
ing the mission statement for the ministry season of 2010-2011. Please make note of the worship
services, the fellowship events, the education offerings, the opportunities to share God's love, and
then consider how you can use the stewardship resources of your life to become engaged in fulfill-
ing the mission statement of the congregation.

As we approach the 80™ Anniversary of God's claim to place a mission station in Green Tree
for the Wallace Congregation to fulfill His mission through, we should renew our commitment to ful-
fill the mission statement through our participation in providing a definition by deed more than word.
"And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks
to God the Father through Him." (Colossians 3:17)
